During museum hours,
visitors and school groups will be able to engage with Briones’s installation by leaving
messages to their loved ones at El Café from mid-October to mid-November.

Our Dia de los Muertos Celebration is one of
our most treasured events, where we invite the community to come together, not just to learn,
but to connect deeply with our history and rich culture. We hope that visitors of all ages immerse
themselves in Latinx and Latin American art and culture and find a welcoming space, where
their stories are celebrated.”
